	Details of Service
	CAMHS Dublin North City and West serves a total population of approximately 675,462, of which 153,190 (CSO 2022) are under 18 years of age. The service covers both the Integrated Health Area (IHA) of Dubin North City and West and the IHA of Dublin North County and is under the governance of Dublin North City and West. There is a growing young population.

There are 8 multidisciplinary community CAMHS teams:

Balbriggan (Balbriggan Health Centre)
Ballymun and Finglas (Ballymun Health Centre)
Blakestown (Corduff Primary Care Centre)
Blanchardstown (Corduff Primary Care Centre)
Cabra (Grangegorman Primary Care Centre)
Coolock and Kilbarrack (Malahide Road)
North Inner City and Clontarf (North Great George’s Street)
The service has developed a specialist multidisciplinary day hospital located in 44 North Great George’s Street, a specialist multidisciplinary eating disorder team located in Santry, and a specialist ADHD team, based in Grangegorman Primary Care Centre. 

A CAMHS hub is being established according to the HSE Model of Care, which will provide local, intensive brief mental health interventions to support CAMHS teams in delivering enhanced responses to children, young people and their families or carers, in times of acute mental health crisis.

There is an adolescent inpatient psychiatric unit with 10 beds under the governance of and located in St Vincent’s Hospital, Fairview. This service will relocate to Linn Dara and move to the governance of the HSE. 

The Suicide Crisis Assessment Nurse service is delivered from 44 North Great George’s Street, with nurses meeting families in their CAMHS clinic locations. 

There is a substance misuse service, SASSY (Specialist Addiction Service Supporting Youth) led by a child and adolescent psychiatrist, under the governance of HSE Social Inclusion.  

There are liaison psychiatry consultant-led services for young people up to the age of 16 years of age in Children’s Health Ireland, Temple Street, though this service is due to relocate to the new children’s hospital in Dublin 8. Current services in Children’s Health Ireland include assessments of those who are acutely unwell in the emergency department and provision of child and adolescent psychiatry and mental health support to inpatients, including children with eating disorders. Children’s Health Ireland also provides outpatient psychology services. 
Most of the posts are on community CAMHS teams. There is one NCHD post with the SASSY team. On call work will be to the Adolescent Inpatient Unit, St, Vincent’s Hospital, Fairview and Children’s Health Ireland (CHI), Temple Street. This will change when the new children’s hospital opens.
The clinical sites are approved training sites for basic and higher specialist training in psychiatry. NCHDs who are not in training participate equally in the academic and audit programmes of the service and are supported to apply for specialist training. 

Post specific information will be provided to candidates at the ‘expression of interest’ stage of the recruitment process. 

	Reporting Relationship

	One year of postgraduate experience in psychiatry by July 2026.
Candidates are required to be registered in the Register of Medical Practitioners maintained by the Medical Council of Ireland at application. Doctors who are not registered will not be selected for interview.
