	The National Equipment Replacement Program (NERP) is positioned within capital estates and is focused on the strategic management of the HSE’s national medical equipment assets where its central function is to identify, prioritise and fund the replacement of at risk medical equipment items to ensure the safety, health and welfare of patients. It provides this function through reviewing on an annual basis the risk status of the HSE’s medical equipment assets via the data contained within each hospitals/clinical services medical equipment annual replacement requests and utilises the data provided to understand the quantum of at risk medical equipment items that are in clinical use.
