	Details of Service

	The HSE is responsible for the planning and delivery of health, social and personal services across the full range of care programmes in the Irish healthcare system. It employs some 140,600 staff and has an annual operating budget of over €23bn.

The HSE’s estate comprises some 4,000 buildings on 2,500 sites. The HSE’s annual capital budget is some €1.33Bn growing to €1.46Bn in 2026.  Under Project Ireland 2040, the National Development Plan currently provides funding ceilings up to 2026 of €5.912 billion to facilitate the delivery of a range capital projects to support and enable a wide range of healthcare programmes. Examples of these include Primary Care Centres, Community Nursing Units (CNUs), Enhanced Community Care (ECC) projects, ambulance bases and new fleet, a fire safety and infrastructure risk programme, new Diagnostic equipment, completion of the new National Children’s Hospital, the New National Maternity Hospital, additional acute hospital and community beds right across the country, oncology projects, new critical care beds and planning for the next phase of the Critical Care Strategy as well as new surgical hubs and new Elective Hospitals.

The healthcare estate is a key resource supporting the delivery of quality healthcare. Effective management of the estate is central to providing a quality and safe environment for both users and staff. Ensuring value for money in respect of developing and operating the healthcare estate is a key priority for the HSE.

The Strategic Health Infrastructure and Capital Delivery function is being established as part of the restructuring of the HSE and enhances the previous Capital & Estates department.  This new function will serve as a centre-led and service-driven strategic function, delivering health infrastructure within the new regional HSE structure. 

It will be tasked with the delivery of the national capital programme, asset management including the management of the HSE’s property portfolio, healthcare planning, construction sector procurement and development of sustainable infrastructure. It provides a range of professional, technical, project management, and related services in respect of the procurement, development, operation and maintenance of the health service’s physical infrastructure, which includes buildings, plant and equipment. 

The services provided include briefing, specification, design, project management, procurement, contract implementation, equipping and commissioning associated with major and minor capital building and refurbishment works, together with risk and asset management, property services, fire protection, Health and Safety, etc. The function oversees the development and delivery of key strategic priorities in line with the HSE’s Capital Plan including a number of large-scale capital programmes. The function ensures compliance with Planning, Building Control, Environmental, Health and Safety legislation and policies in relation to the buildings and infrastructure.
Within this new function there will be three pillars reporting to the National Director of Strategic Health Infrastructure and Capital Delivery. These are:

· Capital Delivery Pillar 
This pillar is a delivery and implementation service function, supporting the Health Regions with the planning, scoping and delivery of Capital infrastructure (excluding those capital projects deemed to be delivered by Major Capital Delivery Pillar). Regional Capital & infrastructure Planning, that is nationally aligned, is critical to the successful asset management and capital delivery.  
This pillar will provide a significant support to the Health Regions to ensure prioritised Regional Capital Investment Plans are completed and kept updated. As part of the asset management and future capital investment planning the utilisation of existing assets and strategic alignment must be taken into account when planning and prioritising Capital Projects regionally. Regional teams are also tasked with asset management including maintenance (current areas of responsibility and potential future expanded areas), local property management and risk mitigation.
This pillar will be the responsibility of National Director, Capital Delivery Pillar

· Strategic Health Infrastructure Pillar
The focus of this pillar is to provide comprehensive central support and oversight across all facets of infrastructure strategy, policy and prioritisation in a way that is clinically and service led. It will also establish and drive consistency of approach, design standardisation, and provide significant central support and assurance to the Capital Delivery pillar. This Pillar, in conjunction with the two other Pillars within Strategic Health Infrastructure, will be responsible for the central management of the HSE’s annual Capital Plan, the National Capital Planning Governance Groups and the Property Governance Groups.  This pillar in conjunction with the other pillars provide a leadership role in the public sector by playing its part in Ireland's decarbonisation journey and taking on an evolving role in helping to address the health impacts of climate change.  
      This pillar will be the responsibility of National Director, Strategic Health Infrastructure Pillar.

· Major Capital Delivery Pillar [Programmes of scale]
Certain major capital projects or programmes will be deemed to be of such scale that they either require a dedicated delivery team (i.e. New National Maternity Hospital) or require a central co-ordination, assurance and specific supporting role with regional delivery (i.e. Elective Programme) and will fall under the remit of this Pillar.  Where the project or programme is being delivered within this pillar a project specific Programme Director and a project specific delivery team will be stood up as required. Each team will be developed to ensure it possesses the necessary core skills and capabilities for managing large-scale projects.  There will also be a team co-ordinating selected National projects and programme working very closely with the Capital Delivery Pillar who will maintain responsibility for project delivery.
This pillar will be the responsibility of National Director, Head of Strategic Health Infrastructure and Capital Delivery, with appointed programme directors as required depending on size and scale of projects and programmes being delivered and or co-ordinated through this pillar. The programme directors will be at varying grades depending on the size and scale of the project/programme and will not be filled off this panel.

	Purpose of the Post 
	The HSE is looking for two exceptional leaders to lead two of the three pillars in the Strategic Healthcare and Capital Delivery Unit that have clear experience of leading and delivering large-scale infrastructure projects across either the public or private sector.

1. National Director, Capital Delivery Pillar 
(National Lead for regional delivery and planning)

The National Director, Capital Delivery Pillar leads the implementation and delivery of capital infrastructure projects across Health Regions. This role ensures that regional infrastructure projects align with national health priorities while managing the existing healthcare estate efficiently. The function is critical to shifting focus of Capital delivery aligned with Regional Infrastructural Investment Plans that are aligned with National Strategies and Capital Programmes.  

The Regional Infrastructural Investment Plans should be based on critical analysis and data-based healthcare planning. This role also covers the asset management; medical equipment replacement programme; infrastructural risk items and ensuring the optimisation of existing and new healthcare infrastructure and assets.  

2. National Director, Strategic Health Infrastructure Pillar
      (National Lead for Health Infrastructure, strategic planning, enablement and 
      assurance)

The National Director, Strategic Health Infrastructure Pillar is responsible for providing strategic oversight, governance, assurance and support across all capital investment projects and property transactions. This role plays a central function in ensuring that healthcare infrastructure investments align with national service priorities, are optimally prioritised, and are subject to rigorous challenge and control.   
The pillar is a support function to the Capital Delivery Pillar and will provide central support in areas including healthcare planning; construction procurement; property transactions; navigation of the Infrastructure Guidelines; capital project cost control,  project risk assessments; standardised healthcare designs; sustainable infrastructure;  Fire Safety; Health and Safety; departmental risk & compliance; infrastructural resilience; emergency preparedness; Medical Equipment and Ambulance Replacement Programme; data collection and information systems.

	Principal Duties and Responsibilities

	The successful candidates must be driven, resilient and adaptive leaders who have the credibility and passion to drive innovative solutions to enhance customer and partner satisfaction. They will have the confidence and ability to engage and communicate up to the HSE Board and Irish Government level and be passionate about developing the potential of others and committed to improving the HSE’s delivery of infrastructure services to industry standards.

Common duties and responsibilities for both Roles:
· Have a working knowledge of the Health Information and Quality Authority (HIQA) Standards as they apply to the role for example, Standards for Healthcare, National Standards for the Prevention and Control of Healthcare Associated Infections, Hygiene Standards etc. and comply with associated HSE protocols for implementing and maintaining these standards as appropriate to the role.
· Support, promote and actively participate in sustainable energy, water and waste initiatives to create a more sustainable, low carbon and efficient health service.
· Engage in the HSE performance achievement process in conjunction with your Line Manager and staff as appropriate.
· Act as spokesperson for the Organisation as required.
· Demonstrate pro-active commitment to all communications with internal and external stakeholders.
· Management of media queries, Freedom for Information requests and Parliamentary Queries etc.
· Manage and support staff within teams to develop skillsets
· Provide and manage staff training schemes and encourage continual learning
· Advise and lead the organisational planning for this enhanced and restructured function to meet the increasing demands on the functions.
· Collaboratively working across all pillars of the Strategy Health Infrastructure and Capital Delivery function.


1. National Director, Capital Delivery Pillar

Capital Project Delivery & Implementation
· Initiation and management of Regional Infrastructural Investment Plans that should be aligned with National Strategies and Programmes.  These plans should clearly set out the regional prioritisation of capital investments required.
· Oversee the execution of regional capital projects ensuring strategic alignment with national and Regional Infrastructural Investment Plans.
· Ensure the effective co-ordination of national capital investments through collaboration with the Regional Executive Officers (REOs) and Health Regions.
· Provide project governance, assurance, and oversight to ensure delivery within budget, scope, and time constraints.
· Ensure data-driven healthcare planning-based Development Control Plans are drawn up for all significant Healthcare Campuses  

Asset Management & Maintenance
· Lead the National Asset Management Strategy, ensuring efficient use and maintenance of existing infrastructure.
· Oversee backlog maintenance and infrastructure risk management for the healthcare estate.
· Develop and implement policies for asset lifecycle planning and optimisation.
· Ensure capital planning includes sustainability and resilience considerations, integrating climate action strategies.
· Oversee maintenance function under previous Capital & Estates remit and manage any further potential transfer of the Maintenance responsibility to this Pillar. 

Budget & Resource Management
· Work closely with Strategic Health Infrastructure Pillar in relation to the National Capital Multi-Annual Budgets and ensure information from regional capital delivery offices is provided to central Capital Plan management team.
· Work closely with financial teams to ensure efficient budget planning and expenditure control for each capital project.
· Oversee cost planning and commercial evaluation of capital projects.

Stakeholder Engagement & Governance
· Maintain close working relationships with regional services colleagues. 
· Foster strong relationships with Regional Executive Officers (REOs), clinical teams, and service leads to align projects with healthcare needs.
· Lead the development of strategic partnerships with external stakeholders, including government agencies and private sector partners 

Performance Monitoring & Continuous Improvement
· Establish Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) to measure project impact and asset management efficiency.
· Conduct ex-post evaluations of capital projects to capture lessons learned and inform future planning.
· Ensure benchmarking against best practices from international healthcare infrastructure delivery.

Risk Management, Quality, Health & Safety
· Adequately identifies, assesses, manages and monitors risk within their area of responsibility.


2. National Director, Strategic Health Infrastructure Pillar

Strategic Oversight & Capital Investment Planning
· Lead the development and management of the National Strategic Capital Investment Plan to ensure a service-led approach to infrastructure investment.
· In conjunction with Capital Delivery Pillar and the REO Team assess and rank capital projects on a national basis to prioritise the most critical and beneficial projects.
· Preparation of the HSE’s annual Capital Plan in conjunction with the two other Pillars within Strategic Health Infrastructure & Capital Delivery.
· Provide input into HSE Service Plan and Corporate Plan as required 
· Provide oversight on interdependencies between capital investment and national health strategies.
· Act as a control point for project proposal development under the Strategic Health Investment Framework (SHIF) and Common Appraisal Framework (CAF).
Budget & Resource Management
· Management of HSE’s Capital Plan.
· Work closely with Capital Delivery Pillar in managing National Capital Multi-Annual Budgets and ensuring information from regional capital delivery flows to central Capital Plan team.
· Work closely with financial teams to ensure efficient budget planning and expenditure control for each capital project.
· Oversee cost planning and commercial evaluation of capital projects.

Challenge Function & Assurance
· Provide a rigorous challenge function for capital investment proposals to ensure they deliver value for money and are aligned with healthcare priorities.
· Ensure governance structures and oversight mechanisms are in place for all capital projects.
· Oversee key project assurance checkpoints and milestones, ensuring risk mitigation and strategic alignment.
· Maintain transparency and accountability in all aspects of capital delivery, ensuring stakeholders are well-informed.

Policy Development & Implementation
· Develop technical policies, standards, and guidelines for capital delivery, property management, asset management, and climate action strategies.
· Develop full suite of standardised designs for all Healthcare building categories and capture lessons learnt from projects delivered to continually improve the suite of standardised designs.
· Lead the digitalisation strategy and implementation, ensuring alignment with national digital healthcare initiatives.
· Oversee cost planning, commercial assessments, and financial forecasting to drive efficiency and standardisation in infrastructure investment.

Performance Management & Continuous Improvement
· Establish and track Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) to measure capital investment impact.
· Support the ex-post evaluation of projects to ensure lessons learned are integrated into future capital planning.
· Introduce benchmarking frameworks to compare performance against international best practices.

Stakeholder Engagement & Leadership
· Collaborate with HSE Centre service and clinical leads to integrate infrastructure planning with service needs.
· Provide strategic leadership and guidance to regional health infrastructure teams, ensuring alignment with national strategies.
· Supports the National Strategic Capital Investment Governance Groups, ensuring capital project prioritisation is service led.

Risk Management, Quality, Health & Safety
· Adequately identifies, assesses, manages and monitors risk within their area of responsibility.

Therefore it is very important that you think about your experience in light of those requirements.  

Failure to include information regarding these requirements may result in you not being called forward to the next stage of the selection process.  

Those successful at the ranking stage of this process (where applied) will be placed on an order of merit and will be called to interview in ‘bands’ depending on the service needs of the organisation.

	Tenure 
	The current vacancies available are permanent and whole time  

The post is pensionable. A panel may be created from which permanent and specified purpose vacancies of full or part time duration may be filled. The tenure of these posts will be indicated at “expression of interest” stage. 

Appointment as an employee of the Health Service Executive is governed by the Health Act 2004 and the Public Service Management (Recruitment and Appointments) Act 2004 and Public Service Management (Recruitment and Appointments) Amendment Act 2013.


	Working Week

	The standard weekly working hours of attendance for your grade are 35 hours per week. Your normal weekly working hours are 35 hours. Contracted hours that are less than the standard weekly working hours for your grade will be paid pro rata to the full time equivalent.
 
You are required to work agreed roster/on-call arrangements advised by your Reporting Manager. Public servants, joining the public service or re-joining the public service after a 26 week break, after 1 January 2013 are members of the Single Pension Scheme and have a compulsory retirement age of 70.


	Probation
	Every appointment of a person who is not already a permanent officer of the Health Service Executive or of a Local Authority shall be subject to a probationary period of 12 months as stipulated in the Department of Health Circular No.10/71.

	Have a working knowledge of Health Information and Quality Authority (HIQA) Standards as they apply to the role for example, Standards for Healthcare, National Standards for the Prevention and Control of Healthcare Associated Infections, Hygiene Standards etc. and comply with associated HSE protocols for implementing and maintaining these standards as appropriate to the role.


	Health & Safety
	It is the responsibility of line managers to ensure that the management of safety, health and welfare is successfully integrated into all activities undertaken within their area of responsibility, so far as is reasonably practicable. Line managers are named and roles and responsibilities detailed in the relevant Site Specific Safety Statement (SSSS). 

Key responsibilities include:

· Developing a SSSS for the department/service[footnoteRef:1], as applicable, based on the identification of hazards and the assessment of risks, and reviewing/updating same on a regular basis (at least annually) and in the event of any significant change in the work activity or place of work. · Seeking advice from health and safety professionals through the National Health and Safety Function Helpdesk as appropriate.

	Ethics in Public Office 1995 and 2001


	Positions remunerated at or above the minimum point of the Grade VIII salary scale are designated positions under Section 18 of the Ethics in Public Office Act 1995.  Any person appointed to a designated position must comply with the requirements of the Ethics in Public Office Acts 1995 and 2001 as outlined below: 

A) In accordance with Section 18 of the Ethics in Public Office Act 1995, a person holding such a post is required to prepare and furnish an annual statement of any interests which could materially influence the performance of the official functions of the post.  This annual statement of interest should be submitted to the Chief Executive Officer not later than 31st January in the following year.

B) In addition to the annual statement, a person holding such a post is required, whenever they are performing a function as an employee of the HSE and have actual knowledge, or a connected person, has a material interest in a matter to which the function relates, provide at the time a statement of the facts of that interest.  A person holding such a post should provide such statement to the Chief Executive Officer.  The function in question cannot be performed unless there are compelling reasons to do so and, if this is the case, those compelling reasons must be stated in writing and must be provided to the Chief Executive Officer. 

C) A person holding such a post is required under the Ethics in Public Office Acts 1995 and 2001 to act in accordance with any guidelines or advice published or given by the Standards in Public Office Commission. Guidelines for public servants on compliance with the provisions of the Ethics in Public Office Acts 1995 and 2001 are available on the Standards Commission’s website.
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
