	The HSE is responsible for the planning and delivery of health, social and personal services across the full range of care programmes in the Irish healthcare system.  

The Healthcare estate is a key resource supporting the delivery of quality healthcare.  Effective management of the estate is central to providing a quality and safe environment for both users and staff.  

The HSE Capital & Estates function provides a range of professional, technical, project management, property, fire & safety and related services in respect of the procurement, development, operation and maintenance of the health service’s physical infrastructure – including buildings, plant and equipment.
 
These services include design, specification, project management, supervision and procurement associated with major and minor capital building and refurbishment works, infrastructural risk and asset management, property services, fire, health and safety issues, energy, and sustainability etc.

The HSE has 6 Regional Capital & Estates leads with 10 Local Capital and Estates Offices along with a Central Corporate office.   

Ensuring value for money in respect of developing and operating the health estate is a key priority for the HSE.

The corporate Capital & Estates function has overall responsibility for developing and implementing relevant Estate policies, including the preparation and delivery of the HSE multi-annual Capital Plan.

The Principal Advisor - Infrastructure Procurement will:

· Support the provision and management of estate services in accordance with HSE policy, service needs, and agreed funding parameters, at a National, Regional and Local level, in compliance with public procurement regulations and other relevant statutory requirements. 

· Play a key role in advancing Capital & Estates’ policies and strategies with both internal and external stakeholders. Internal stakeholders include the HSE Board and the Senior Leadership Team, together with Regional Executive Officers, individual hospitals, National Directorates, and others.  External stakeholders include professional bodies, Government Departments and agencies, and relevant third-party organisations.

· Be responsible for building and ensuring effective relationships are maintained with key stakeholders and be an integral part of the Capital & Estates Management Team.

	A principal objective of the post is to establish and maintain public procurement strategies, competitions, frameworks etc. covering all aspects of infrastructure procurement i.e. Design Teams, Contractors etc. The objective of the post is also to deliver works as quickly as possible through the use of efficient procurement processes and ensure all Capital & Estates expenditure and works undertaken are compliant with procurement legislation. 

In addition, the post holder will:
· Ensure works and associated services funded by the HSE are compliant with procurement legislation. 
· Ensure delivery of works as quickly as possible.
· Act as a knowledge base for all Capital & Estates teams in relation to infrastructure related procurement.
· Engage with the market to conduct soundings, ensuring tendering strategies are supportive of market conditions
· Contribute to the wider Capital & Estates standardisation agenda by aligning procurement processes with healthcare delivery outcomes, patient safety, and decarbonisation objectives.
· Represent the HSE at national and external forums as the lead advisor on infrastructure procurement.

The role of Principal Advisor – Infrastructure Procurement will carry a national remit.


	Principal Duties and Responsibilities

	For the purposes of this role duties and responsibilities shall apply to all funding sources i.e. revenue or capital. Also “infrastructure procurement” and “works and works related services” may be used interchangeably. 

In accordance with the policies and procedures of the HSE and working as part of the Capital & Estates Management Team, the Principal Advisor – Infrastructure Procurement will:

· Report monthly on the status of infrastructure works/works related services procurement activities.
· Develop strategies for the procurement of infrastructure works/works related services for all projects/programmes funded by the HSE. 
· Develop and maintain all documentation related to infrastructure works/works related services procurement i.e. standard SAQ, tender docs, training material etc.
· Implement information systems to assist in the monitoring and reporting of infrastructure works/works related services procurement.
· Take a lead part in the roll out of the HSE's National Estates Information System in particular for infrastructure works/works related services procurement management.
· Lead on interaction with eTenders / Office of Government Procurement / SupplyGov etc. 
· Represent the National Director or Chief Technical Advisor as requested. 
· Engage with industry as requested by the National Director or Chief Technical Advisor and maintain a detailed knowledge of market conditions/forces related to infrastructure works/works related services.
· Monitor all HSE expenditure on infrastructure works/works related services for compliance with procurement legislation and provide assurance to the HSE in relation to same. Establish all processes and procedures related to same.
· Report to the DoH, HSE Senior Leadership Team, HSE Audit & Risk Committee, HSE Board, Capital & Estates colleagues, Regional Health Areas etc. on all infrastructure works/works related services compliance with procurement legislation.
· Establish procurement competitions, frameworks, purchasing agreements etc. for infrastructure works/works related services for all projects funded by the HSE. 
· Partake and/or lead in the review of projects at various stage approval gates or throughout the project lifecycle.
· Support the relevant HSE’s Capital Planning Governance Groups.
· Co-ordinate and provide responses to all parliamentary questions and representations and board questions and enquiries.
· As determined by the Line Manager, act as Freedom of Information Decision Maker for all requests relevant to Corporate Capital & Estates.
· Develop HSE infrastructure works/works related services procurement policy and monitor its implementation.
· As determined by the Line Manager, liaise with internal and external audit - Comptroller and Auditor General (C&AG).
· Liaise with HSE Senior Leadership Team, HSE board and other relevant committees of the HSE.
· Develop/update policies and standards as they relate to infrastructure works/works related services procurement taking into account the latest statutory requirements. 
· Ensure all necessary training on policies, standards, processes, procedures, documentation as they relate to Infrastructure Procurement is designed and rolled out to the relevant Capital & Estates offices.
· Be responsible for the pay and non-pay revenue resources and human resources as allocated from time to time.
· Provide leadership on procurement and ensuring standardised procurement tools/templates are embedded across all Regions.
· Set standards reporting in alignment with HSE objectives for healthcare delivery.

General
· Act as spokesperson for the National Director/Chief Technical Advisor/Organisation as required
· Demonstrate pro-active commitment to all communications with internal and external stakeholders
· Adequately identifies, assesses, manages and monitors risk within their area of responsibility. 
· Engage in the HSE performance achievement process in conjunction with your Line Manager and staff as appropriate.
