	Details of Service

The HeLM project is responsible for the delivery of a fully integrated suite of facilities on HSeLanD that will allow for the online hosting and management of all aspects of learning and development throughout the Irish health service.
· Participate in relevant national projects and action work as appropriate.
· Provide administrative support to the HSeLanD General Manager and the HSeLanD Team as required. 
· Provide operational and content management support to HSeLanD Managed Learning Hubs.
· Using HSeLanD Learning Management System (LMS) technology and MS applications to generate, analyse, manipulate and disseminate activity data in line with HSE Data Protection Policy and GDPR.
· Guide and support employees and HSeLanD users with queries in relation to HSeLanD. 
· Manage email correspondence through departmental shared mailboxes as required.  
· Manage and support Leadership and Capability programmes, projects, events and initiatives.
· Maintain and update HSeLanD materials and the HSeLanD website as required.

(ii) Have obtained a pass (Grade D) in at least five subjects from the approved list of subjects in the Department of Education Leaving Certificate Examination, including Mathematics and English or Irish1. Candidates should have obtained at least Grade C on higher level papers in three subjects in that examination.

Or

(iii) Have completed a relevant examination at a comparable standard in any equivalent examination in another jurisdiction

Or

(iv) Hold a comparable and relevant third level qualification of at least level 6 on the National Qualifications Framework maintained by Qualifications and Quality Ireland, (QQI).

Note1:

Candidates must achieve a pass in Ordinary or Higher level papers. A pass in a
foundation level paper is not acceptable.
