	Details of Service

	Office of the Chief Clinical Officer
The Office of the Chief Clinical Officer (CCO) was established as part of an overall investment by the HSE to strengthen governance and accountability for the planning and delivery of high-quality services with the aim of driving transformational change across our healthcare system through clinical leadership, design of new models of care, promotion of a culture of safety and quality improvements; through patient and service user involvement.

· Ensure the efficient administration of the CCO’s Risk Register in line with relevant IT processes and IT system.
· Support the ERM Lead in the delivery of risk management training requirements within the CCO’s area of responsibility.
· Support the ERM Lead deliver on the CCO’s Corporate Risk responsibility in line with relevant processes.
· Support and assist with the preparation of progress and monitoring reports for the ERM Lead. 
· Support and assist in the deployment of risk management resources and tools within the CCO’s area of responsibility (e.g., Framework, Policy, Guidelines, audit tools, risk management education and training material, HSE Risk Register technical solution etc). 
· Contribute to and support the on-going development of the risk management function.
· Support and assist on projects relevant to the risk management function.
· Lead on assigned specific projects relevant to the risk management function. 
· Appropriately delegate responsibility and authority.
· Maintain a good understanding of internal and external factors that can affect service delivery including awareness of national and local issues that impact on own area.
· Ensure decisions are in line with local and national agreements.
· Solve problems and make decisions in a timely manner.
· Ensure deadlines are met and that service levels are maintained.
· Ensure that archives and records are accurate, maintained confidentially and readily available to the appropriate authority. 
· Ensure line management is kept informed of issues arising.
· Ensure that stakeholders are kept informed and that their views are communicated to management.
· Provide administrative support for meetings and attend as required.
· Maximise the use technology in ensuring that work is completed to a high standard.
