	Details of service

	The service provides breast cancer screening as part of BreastCheck, the National Breast Screening Programme at both static and mobile locations across the country. 

BreastCheck aims to detect breast cancer at the earliest possible stage.

Women aged 50-69 years are invited to attend for screening mammography every 2 years.

The extension of the upper screening age of BreastCheck from 65 to 69 commenced at the end of 2015 and will be rolled out over a period of 5 years.

	Purpose of the post 
	The purpose of the post is to support the provision of data and documentation to clients under GDPR, Freedom of information (FOI), Parliamentary Questions (PQs) and access requests.

To provide training and development support to the Unit, Performance Management support, Compliance support and Administration support in the areas of Risk, Health & Safety, Quality and Complaints.

· Collect and collate data in preparing reports and submissions in relation to all aspects of the Unit
· Inputting of data to the Q-Pulse or other relevant incident management systems
· Maintenance of the complaints log for each Unit and preparation of the complaints report for the management team of the Unit
· Ensure quality assurance procedures are adhered to by all administration staff when carrying out their duties.
· Participate in the performance management process within the Unit.
· Report any concerns surrounding operational functions to the Unit Manager.
· Play an active role in training and development of support staff. Ensuring all personnel are up to date on the latest procedures and processes where applicable
· Ensure that training documents for all staff within the Unit are maintained in line with local unit procedures and are communicated to all relevant staff. Highlight any deficits or deadlines to the line manager responsible for the training needs of the staff. Arrange any training requirements for the Unit as required.

iv) Hold a comparable and relevant third level qualification of at least level 6 on the National Qualifications Framework maintained by Qualifications and Quality Ireland, (QQI).

	Tenure 
	The current vacancy available is permanent and whole time.  

The post is pensionable. A panel may be created from which permanent and specified purpose vacancies of full or part time duration may be filled. The tenure of these posts will be indicated at “expression of interest” stage.
