	Location of Post
	This is an appointment to the Dublin and South East Hospitals Group on a Public Only Consultant Contract 2023 by the Health Service Executive. The initial commitment for this post will be to University Hospital Waterford for 37 hours per week. This post may be subject to restructuring in the future to facilitate the reorganization of acute services in line with new clinical models of acute and community services. It is noted that the post must be congruent with the requirements of, and facilitate implementation of national health policy, the HSE’s National Clinical Programmes including commitment to deliver the relevant performance outcomes.

	Details of Service


	· This is for a Temporary Consultant Microbiologist post based at University Hospital Waterford (UHW) to provide, together with the other four Consultant Microbiologists, the South East “Regional” clinical Microbiology, Infection Prevention & Control and Antimicrobial Stewardship services for the 4 acute hospitals (UHW, STGH, WGH & SLHKK) & Kilcreene Regional Orthopaedic Hospital, as well as the diagnostic laboratory Microbiology service to these 5 hospitals and to all GPs, Public Health doctors, district, long stay & other community- based hospitals in counties Carlow, Kilkenny, Wexford, Waterford & South Tipperary. 

· This is a quality Microbiology clinical and public health laboratory service, highly regarded nationally, fully accredited to ISO standard operating out of University Hospital Waterford.

· This service is unique in that it provides centralised Regional (Network 1) Microbiology service and in providing a Consultant provided service with Specialist Registrar support.

· There is a 1 in 5 on-call commitment for the provision of the out-of-hours Clinical Microbiology service.

	Reporting Relationship

	Purpose of the Post 
	This post is required in order to ensure that the existing service demand in respect of the catchment area of the South East is met by the Microbiology Services for the population of the south east.

The Microbiology Service for the population of the South East is based in University Hospital Waterford and serves a population of approximately 497,578.

	Principal Duties and Responsibilities


	Standard Duties and responsibilities
a) To participate in development of and undertake all duties and functions pertinent to the Consultant’s area of competence, as set out within the Clinical Directorate Service Plan and in line with policies as specified by the Employer. 
b) To ensure that duties and functions are undertaken in a manner that minimises delays for patients and possible disruption of services.
c) To work within the framework of the hospital / agency’s service plan and/or levels of service (volume, types etc.) as determined by the Employer. Service planning for individual clinical services will be progressed through the Clinical Directorate structure or other arrangements as apply.
d) To co-operate with the expeditious implementation of the Disciplinary Procedure (attached at Appendix II). 
e) To formally review the execution of the Clinical Directorate Service Plan with the Clinical Director / Employer periodically. The Clinical Directorate Service Plan shall be reviewed periodically at the request of the Consultant or Clinical Director / Employer. The Consultant may initially seek internal review of the determinations of the Clinical Director regarding the Service Plan. 
f) To participate in the development and operation of the Clinical Directorate structure and in such management or representative structures as are in place or being developed. The Consultant shall receive training and support to enable him/her to participate fully in such structures.
g) To provide, as appropriate, consultation in the Consultant’s area of designated expertise in respect of patients of other Consultants at their request.
h) To ensure in consultation with the Clinical Director that appropriate medical cover is available at all times having due regard to the implementation of the European Working Time Directive as it relates to doctors in training. 

i) To supervise and be responsible for diagnosis, treatment and care provided by non-Consultant Hospital Doctors (NCHDs) treating patients under the Consultant’s care.
j) To participate as a right and obligation in selection processes for non-Consultant Hospital Doctors and other staff as appropriate. The Employer will provide training as required. The Employer shall ensure that a Consultant representative of the relevant specialty / sub-specialty is involved in the selection process.  
k) To participate in clinical audit and proactive risk management and facilitate production of all data/information required for same in accordance with regulatory, statutory and corporate policies and procedures.
l) To participate in and facilitate production of all data/information required to validate delivery of duties and functions and inform planning and management of service delivery.
Operational, strategic, developmental, clinical, administrative and other duties that will apply to the post: 

1. In the exercise of his/her power under subsection (3) of Section 14 of the Health Act, 1970, the Chief Officer, Health Service Executive South/South West Hospital Group will determine that the person appointed shall perform the following duties appropriate to the office.

2. To practice as a Consultant Microbiologist under the Health Service Executive South/South West Hospital Group and in particular:

3. To attend at University Hospital Waterford at such times as may be determined by the Chief Officer, or other designated officer, and in emergencies as required and to remain in attendance as long as his/her services are required.

4. To attend as required at any clinic or hospital maintained by the Health Service Executive South/South West Hospital Group and to provide either there at or in the appropriate hospital, a diagnosis, or consultant service as may be appropriate for or in respect of eligible patients.

5. To attend for consultation on patients in any part of the hospital when requested to do so and to act as Consultant Microbiologist as and when required by the Chief Officer in any of the other hospitals of the Health Service Executive South/South West Hospital Group.

6. To perform the duties and functions of a Consultant Microbiologist including:
· Microbiology Laboratory Management.

· Supervision, interpretation & authorization of laboratory reports.

· Provision of Clinical Microbiology advisory service including participation in 24/7 on-call service.

· Undertake Antimicrobial Stewardship lead role in UHW.

· Participate in HCAI/AMR Surveillance programme.

· Membership of UHW Drugs and therapeutics Committee, UHW,

· Chair of Antimicrobial Stewardship group for Antimicrobial guidelines development. Member of Regional Infection Prevention and Control Team

· Liaise, where appropriate, with Public Health department & HPSC in the investigation and prevention of communicable diseases.

· Undertake clinical audit, research and participate in education, training and supervision of Specialist Registrar and other healthcare professionals.

· Participate in ongoing CPD programmes.

7. To act, if required, as Microbiological Examiner under Statutory Instrument S.I. No. 117 of 2010.

8. To commit to:

· Providing effective management and leadership of the discipline of Microbiology, commensurate with the resources made available, in accordance with the Regional Department of Laboratory Medicine assignment of such responsibilities

· Providing leadership for the quality, to the appropriate nationally accepted standard (ISO15189, ISO 17025, or equivalent) of the service provided within his/her discipline including participation in appropriate quality assurance schemes.

· Relating and functioning effectively with applicable accrediting and regulatory agencies, appropriate administration officials, the healthcare community and the patient population served.

· Providing clinical advice with respect to the choice of examinations, use of the services and the interpretation of examination results.

· Defining, implementing and monitoring standards of performance and quality improvement of the laboratory services or services. Co-operating with hospital management to ensure adequate cross cover is provided for colleagues during absences to ensure that essential services are available and standards are maintained.
9. To participate in the Consultant Microbiologist on-call rota (1:5). 
10. To supervise and be responsible for the clinical work and the record keeping of all Non-Consultant Hospital Doctors and auxiliary staff attached to his/her department in the hospital. 

11. To undertake teaching and research duties in his/her specialty. 

12. To provide lectures as required in the hospital for student nurses, other nurses in training and other staff. 

13. To participate in a system of professional practice review (including audit), to support the maintenance of service quality and standards. 

14. To work with the General Manager and supporting structures, Hospital Managers, Clinical Directors, Director of Nursing, medical and surgical staff of the hospital in all matters appertaining to the general efficiency of the hospital.

15.  To alternate with the other Consultants in the Department and to act for them as required during short-term absences including weekend and off-duty leave.

16. To keep such records as may be required by the Health Services Executive South/South West Hospital Group from time to time.

17. To furnish on request, to a registered medical practitioner authorised by the Health Services Executive or the Minister, the clinical details regarding any person who is or has been under his/her care in the hospital or clinic, on production of the written consent of the person (or the written consent of the person's representative or next-of-kin).

18. Whenever the Minister is of the opinion, however, that it would not be in the interests of the common good to seek such consent and he/she certifies accordingly, the officer shall furnish the required information to a registered medical practitioner authorised by the Minister. Where, however, the officer is of the opinion that the nature of the case is such that he/she should inform the patient of the requirement of the Minister, he/she shall be at liberty to do so.

19.  It is not intended that this requirement will operate in a manner, which would detract from the patient’s character or reputation.

20.  To reside within such distance convenient to University Hospital Waterford, or at such place as may be approved by the Chief Officer.

21.  To perform such other duties appropriate to the office as may be assigned to him/her by the Chief Officer, or designated Officer.

22.  To notify the appropriate officer of any case of infectious or suspected infectious diseases in his/her department and to furnish him/her with such particulars as he/she may require in regard to each such case and in conjunction with said officer to carry out preventative measures as may be necessary.

23.  To identify and participate in health and safety requirements for the department and to devise protocols for safe and high standards of practice.

24. The person appointed will hold office under the terms and conditions of the revised consultants’ contract which will determine that he/she will participate actively in the management of the hospital, take cognisance of resource constraints and retain clinical autonomy while practicing.

25.  To be responsible for the maintenance of appropriate liaison arrangements between his/her department in the hospital and the patient’s normal medical attendants.

· Providing a supportive role in the education of undergraduate and graduate medical students consistent with the role of University Hospital Waterford as a Teaching Hospital of the Medical Schools of University College Cork and the Royal College of Surgeons in Ireland. 

· Providing a supportive role in the employment of NCHDs by working closely with Human Resources.
